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Prayer Moves God

[2Sa 21:14 NASB] 14 They buried the bones of Saul and Jonathan
his son in the country of Benjamin in Zela, in the grave of Kish his
father; thus they did all that the king commanded, and after that
God was moved by prayer for the land.

Read receipts on emails. They can be used against you. Don’t
leave people on “read”, it offends them.

How does this have anything to do with prayer and the Holy
Spirit?

“God was moved by prayer for the land.” (some translations
‘entreated”: not one-way communication but heard and an-
swered. God received the prayer and released the answer.
(Gesenius Hebrew Chaldean Lexicon)

Most believers agree that prayer is important, but do not do it.
Dr. Jack Deere writes, “The problem is not that we do not
know to them (to pray, study the Bible, faithful to church,
etc.), but the problem is that we do not ‘do’ them.”

Maybe the reason we do pray is that we do not know that God
will move as a result of our prayer.

What will God do because of our prayers?
The book of Acts reveals several things God will do because of our

prayers.

Prayer moves God to pour out His Holy Spirit.
[Act 1:14 NASB]
[Act 2:1 NASB]
Prayerfulness creates an atmosphere for the Holy Spirit.

Prayer moves God to release a boldness to preach.
[Act 4:24-31 NASB]
[Eph 6:18-19 NASB]
Prayerfulness enables us to be bold.

Prayer moves God to give an effective solution.
[Act 6:1-6 NASB]
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[Jas 1:5 NASB]

Prayerfulness connects to the answers of our problems.

Prayer moves God to cause a miraculous deliverance.
[Act 12:2, 5, 12-16 NASB]

Most of Hebrews 11 speaks of miraculous deliverances.

Prayerfulness is connected to the deliverances God de-
sires for us.

Prayer moves God to reveal callings.
[Act 13:1-3 NASB]
When you are calling on Him, He reveals His calling on
you.
Prayerfulness helps find out what we are called to do.

Prayer moves God to demonstrate His power to cause sal-
vation.

[Act 16:22-31 NASB]
[Act 2:41-42, 47 NASB]
God is wanting to save the lost.

Prayerfulness helps people see Jesus so that can sur-
render to Him.

Prayer is not an empty exercise. Believe that prayer is worth
your time.

Prayer should not be neglected. Begin to pray daily and join
the church in prayer.

Prayer moves God. Know that God will respond to your pray-
er.
